Modification of the range to allow rifle
training would allow more frequent sessions, increasing the skill level of department police
officers.

flooding, promote infiltration, and reduce runoff into the City storm sewer system.

PROJECT JUSTIFICATION:
Interest in both programs continues to remain high. The Rear Yard Drain Program, now known as

the Storm Sewer Extension (SSE) Program, was established in the late 60's on a cost share basis to
remove standing water in homeowners' yards. The SSE Program has been changed recently to
50% City expense, up to a maximum of $1,000, for installation of drainage piping system and 100%
City expense, up to a maximum of $5,000, if stormwater management alternatives are also
included with the drainage piping system. The Residential Stormwater Management Incentive
(RSMI) Program was created in 2015 and includes 100% reimbursement, up to $5,000, for
installation of stormwater best management practices. Both the SSE and RMSI programs help
reduce runoff to the City's storm system and also alleviate flooding issues on private property.
