Re: Preliminary 2015 Five-Year Capital Expenditure Budget 

The objective of the Five-Year Capital Expenditure Budget {CEB) is to identify and create a 
comprehensive plan for the long-range major capital expenditures necessary to maintain or 
develop the physical assets of the City. 

Capital expenditure items are identified as those expenditures of $25,000 or more that 
result in the acquisition or construction affixed assets intended to be held or used for a period of 
ten years or more. The individual CEB items have been labeled to categorize each proposed 
expenditure into specific classifications and priority rankings to assist the City Council in their 
decision-making process. The classifications and priority rankings are as follows: 

EXPEN DITURE CLASSIFICATIONS: 

CLASS I Projects essential to maintain current level of service; 
CLASS II Projects necessary to comply with state or federally mandated standards; 
CLASS Ill Projects involving the replacement or renovation of existing obsolete or 

deteriorating facilities; 

CLASS IV Projects that improve the safety of citizens and/or employees; 
CLASS V Projects that result in increased productivity or reduced energy consumption, 

consistent w ith the City's Sustainabi lity Policy; 
CLASS VI Projects that contribute to the economic development of the City. 

EXPENDITURE PRIORITY: 

A Essential and immediate need; 
B Essential but may be delayed; 
C Optional but beneficial to the City through increased productivity, safety, etc; 
D Optional but beneficial to the City in socia l, cultural or aesthetic ways. 

The Vehicle Replacement Schedule (VRS) set s out, in matrix form, th e replacement 

schedule for the City's entire vehicle and heavy equipment inventory. Also included is a summary 
of information techno logy capital purchases. 
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Capital Improvement revenues for fiscal years 2015 through 2019 are projected to increase 
by 2.5% annually in Home Rule Sales Tax and in State Income Tax and by 1% annually in 
Telecommunications Tax amounts. As the Council is aware, fiscal year 2013 was an eight-month 
year to allow for the transition from a May 1-April 30 fiscal year to a calendar year fiscal year. 
Commencing with fiscal year 2014, CIF revenues and expenditures are budgeted on a calendar year 
basis. 

The five-year CEB anticipates issuing long term debt (GO Bonds and/or I EPA Loans) in fiscal 
years 2015 and 2016 for financing flood mitigation/stormwater management projects and 

improvements to the Wastewater Treatment Plant. However, the revenue in the Capital 
Improvement Fund is not sufficient to support the debt service payments for the bonds necessary 
to fund the anticipated flood mitigation/stormwater management projects. Therefore, at this 
time, the bond debt service payments for the stormwater management projects are proposed to 
be funded by property tax. Staff is always searching for other funding options to help shoulder the 
burden away from property tax. 

Highlights of what are included in the Preliminary 2015 CEB are: 

+ Public Works Infrastructure (General Fund}- The 2015 CEB provides for a significant increase 
in funding for the storm sewer repair program from $100,000 annually to $500,000 in fiscal 
2014 and to $825,000 annually in fiscal years 2015-2019. The increase in fiscal2014 is for the 
addition of lining of large diameter segmented block storm sewers. The increase from fiscal 
2014 to fisca l years 2015 - 2019 reflects the increased need for additional lining (from 

$200,000 to $500,000 annually) and additional repair and maintenance (from $50,000 to 
$75,000 annually). The street resurfacing program is projected to continue at the pre­
recession funding level of $1,750,000. A contribution from the General Fund ($500,000) for 
street resurfacing was reinstated in fiscal year 2013 with the remaining funding for street 
resurfacing ($1,250,000} coming from the Capital Improvement Fund. The concrete street 

resurfacing program has been increased to $450,000 from $300,000 annually. The increased 
funding will allow for the grind and overlay of the remaining bare concrete streets throughout 

Elmhurst in approximately twelve years. Significant transportation Federal Grant funds have 
been approved to benefit the rehabilitation projects on First Street from West Avenue to 

Willow Road and on North York Street from Lake Street/Frontage to Crestview Avenue. 
Engineering and construction for these two project s will take place in fiscal2015. Federal grant 
funds have also been approved to benefit the rehabilitation projects on South York Street from 
Harvard Street to Jackson Street (engineering in fiscal2015 and construction in f iscal2016) and 
on Poplar Avenue from Vallette Street to Park Avenue (engineering in fiscal 2016 and 
construction in fiscal 2018). In addition, the Five-Year CEB provides funds for Phase II Public 
Works maintenance facility improvement, railroad interconnect improvements at First Street 
at Addison Avenue and at St. Charles Road at Berkley, and improvements to the Robert Palmer 
Drive underpass including rehabilitation of sidewalks, landscaping walls and repair of existing 
stairs. 
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+ Information Technology- The CEB provides for normal upgrades and replacements including 
the replacement of 160 personal computers and fifty laptop computers in fiscal2015. A major 
upgrade to new telephone and voice mail systems with a proposed total budget of $350,000 is 
projected to be completed in fiscal 2015. An electronic sign system to replace the hanging of 
banners on the Robert Palmer Drive underpass is included in fiscal 2015 at a projected budget 
of $150,000. A new financial system with an estimated budget of $650,000 is proposed in 
fiscal 2016. A new police records system with an estimated budget of $650,000 is proposed in 

fiscal 2017. 

+ Public Works Infrastructure (Municipal Utility Fund) - Based on a recommendation from 
Baxter and Woodman (BW), who conducted a comprehensive water and sewer rate study in 
2013, the watermain replacement budget is projected to increase $500,000 in fiscal2015, and 
increase an additional $200,000 annually starting fiscal 2016 through fiscal 2019. This 
investment is recommended due to the significant number of watermain breaks annually, the 
age of the infrastructure and best practices as identified by the American Water Works 
Association. The sanitary sewer rehabilitation budget has also been increased significantly, 
from $950,000 annually to $1,500,000 annually, with the focus on sanitary lateral lining and 
costs associated with identifying and removing private sector sources of clear water flow in to 
the sanitary system. The CEB provides for several major replacement projects at the 

Wastewater Treatment Plant. These projects include effluent sampling station (FY 2015), 
dissolved air flotation treatment units {FY 2015), aeration system upgrade {FY 2015), grit 
removal system replacement (FY 2016), south digester cover (FY 2016) and three {10 million 
gallon per day) influent enclosed screw pumps {FY 2017 and 2018). The existing equipment 
has been in service over twenty years, in a harsh 24/7 environment, and must be replaced. 
The CEB contemplates funding for these projects from a G.O. bond issue and/or low interest 
IEPA loans, with the debt service budgeted to be funded by sewer rate revenue. 

+ Parking Deck Improvements - The CEB provides for the on-going maintenance of the City's 
three parking decks, Schiller, Adelaide and Larch. 

+ Stormwater Management - Pursuant to the stormwater management project priorities 
approved by the City Council on August 4, 2014, $16,600,000 has been included in the CEB for 

stormwater management/flood mitigation projects in fiscal years 2015 through 2019. Four 
projects have been specifically identified, and $13,600,000 has been budgeted in fiscal years 
2015 and 2016. The funding for the stormwater management projects w ill be primarily G.O. 
bonds. As already noted, at this time, the bond debt service payments for the stormwater 
management projects are proposed to be funded by property tax. 

+ Tax Increment Financing (TIF) Districts - The budget provides for land acq uisition and 
improvements in the Lake Street redevelopment project area as well as for ongoing 
streetscape improvements in the Central Business District (CBD). Funding for the rehabilitation 
of Addison Avenue from First Street to Second Street, in coordination with construction of the 
Addison Avenue Parking Deck, is also included in the CBD {TIF I) fiscal 2015 budget. 
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The summary of proposed expenditures in the CEB, as presented, is a working document 

and awaits your review. It is anticipated that the City Council meeting of August 18, 2014 will 
include Council review and discussion of the proposed 2015 Five-Year Capital Expenditure Budget. 

In order to allow adequate time for capital items to be included in the City's 2015 Fiscal Budget, 

any revisions to the CEB should be presented to the City staff by early September 2014. In 
accordance with the budget preparation schedule, the final CEB will be incorporated with the 2015 

Two-Year Fiscal Budget and distributed to the City Council on or before the October 6, 2014 

Council meeting. 

The 2015 Five-Year Capital Expenditure Budget is presented for your consideration.
